We will be exploring place value up to 1,000 including 

placing on a number line, estimating numbers, 

comparing and ordering and flexible partitioning, We 

will also be finding 1,10 or100 more or less than a 

given number. 

We will also start to look at written methods for 

addition and subtraction which will use their knowledge 

of number bonds and place value.
