Curriculum Overview 

 

As Readers… 

Our focus texts will be The Elves and the Shoemaker and other 

Traditional Tales. 

 We will focus on reading skills including prediction, inference and 

sequencing. We will retrieve and interpret information and investi-

gate new vocabulary and definitions. 

 In reading practice sessions we will focus on decoding, prosody 

(expression and intonation) and comprehension.

As Mathematicians…  

Our maths topics focus on place value and addition and 

subtraction.

As Scientists… 

We will be studying seasonal changes. We will be looking 

at different types of weather and observing the changes 

across the four seasons. The children should be able to 

discuss how the weather varies and how the day length 

changes.

We will be working on our sentence structure to ensure that we 

include capital letters, full stops, finger spaces, spellings and mak-

ing sure it makes sense. We will be focussing on handwriting, letter 

formation ensuring that letters are the correct size and orienta-

tion. Capital letters need to be used at the start of sentences and 

proper nouns (names of people and places). We will be writing de-

scription, stories, and poems. We will have a grammar focus on 

nouns and verbs. We will be learning that a sentence needs a sub-

ject (noun) and a verb.
