Our focus author is Jeanne Willis and looking at books 
written by her.  

In reading practice sessions we will focus on decoding, 
prosody (expression and intonation) and comprehension.  

Year 1 will be focusing on phase 5 of Little Wandle 
Phonics and Year 2 will be looking at spelling patterns. 
We will send home weekly spellings to practise.

As Writers… 

We will continue our work on our sentence structure to 
ensure that we include capital letters, full stops, finger 
spaces, spellings and making sure it makes sense. We will 
be focussing on handwriting, letter formation ensuring 
that letters are the correct size and orientation. Capital 
letters need to be used at the start of sentences and prop-
er nouns (names of people and places). We will also look 
at features of a sentences and using different sentence 
types. We will be writing description, non-fiction reports 
and stories.
