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Rhyme Time!
Silly rhymes can help children learn tricky tables, e.g.,
8x8=64 ‘He ate and ate and was sick on the floor, eight times eight is 64.
3x3=9 ‘Swing from tree to tree on a vine, three times three is nine.’
7x7=49 ‘Seven times seven is like a rhyme, it all adds up to 49.’
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I 4x4=16 ‘A4by4isamean machine.|’'m going to get one whenlam 16.’
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Looking for Patterns

Being able to spot the patterns in numbers is an important skill and can also help
with learning times tables. Children can investigate these multiplication rules;

e Odd number x odd number = odd number (3 x 5 = 15)
e Even number x even number = even number (4 x 6 = 24)
e Odd number x even number = even number (3 x 6 = 18)
