[bookmark: _Toc400361366][bookmark: _Toc443397156]A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
Learning packs will be sent home with child if possible and/or online work via Oak Academy and/or other links will be emailed to parents. There may also be a whole school project for those first few days. 

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school.
Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
The DfE states that for:

Primary school-aged pupils

"When teaching pupils remotely, we expect schools to:
· set assignments so that pupils have meaningful and ambitious work each day in a number of different subjects
· set work that is of equivalent length to the core teaching pupils would receive in school:
· Primary: 3 hours a day, on average, for Key Stage 1 and 4 hours for Key Stage 2 pupils."

Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Each subject area (Maths, English [Reading, Writing, Phonics, Grammar], Science, RE, Computing, History/Geography, Music, MFL [French], PE, PSHE Art and Design Technology) is covered and lessons are provided which cater specifically for our children and their differing needs and abilities, with clear instruction/direction provided.
Further to this, teachers will also provide learning opportunities using a range of online platforms, such as:

White Rose Maths, Oak Academy, 2Simple Purple Mash, MyMaths (maths), TT Rockstars (Times Tables), Numbots (number bonds), Big Cat eBooks (Reading)

Children are provided with unique usernames and passwords for these platforms, which have also been shared with parents/carers, to ensure that they have full access to the wide range of resources being utilised.

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We fully recognise that some children/families may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:

Provision of printed copies
Printed material packs as appropriate, will be provided for identified children/families. These will be sent home with children, delivered directly to homes or can be collected from the school office
This work should then be submitted via a photo sent to their teacher Class Dojo

Provision of technology
We have a small number of Chromebooks that we will make available to support identified children (these will remain the property of Kingsbury Primary School) to access remote learning.

Information has been/will be communicated directly to those identified as eligible following our technology access survey of parents (Jan 2021). 







How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
In Key Stage 1 and 2, the main vehicle for delivering remote learning will be Google Classroom. This enables your child’s teacher to set lessons online. We have uploaded ‘how to access’ guidance onto the website. https://www.kingsburyps.co.uk/remote-learning/ 

Teachers will post the learning each day for children to work through at their own pace.  They will provide high quality tasks and explanations via Google Classroom as assignments. They may create a lesson video to explain these in more detail and may accompany this with other materials i.e. PowerPoints, quizzes, links to other online material. The work set will be in line with that delivered during normal school days. 

In Reception, Class Dojo is used to deliver remote learning. Teachers will post the learning each day for children to work through at their own pace.

As part of this bespoke provision, teachers may use a combination of any of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
· Powerpoint presentations
· instructional guides/plans
· Purple Mash 2do activities/lessons/challenges
· TT Rockstars/Numbots and MyMaths assigned tasks (Maths - times tables/number bonds, Maths tasks linked to learning) etc
· recorded teaching (e.g. Oak National Academy lessons, WhiteRose Maths videos,  BBC links, video/audio recordings made by teachers)
· live learning (this may include: staff recorded presentations, links to online presentations and/or recordings, such as Oak Academy or BBC Bitesize online lessons)
· Collins Big Cat eBooks are used to support regular reading at home
· commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences - e.g. MyMaths, TT Rockstars (Times tables), Colling Big Cat (reading)
· long-term project work and/or internet research activities (although these are used sparingly, and only as appropriate in alignment with in-school learning, as per the schools full opening guidance which states that 'schools are expected to avoid an over-reliance on these approaches')
· printed paper packs, produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets), for identified children
Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
We expect pupils learning remotely to:
· Be contactable at some point throughout the school day – although we acknowledge that they may not always be in front of a device the entire time.
· Make their best efforts to complete work to the deadline set by teachers.
· Seek help if they need it, from their teacher
· Alert teachers if they’re not able to complete work.

We expect parents with children learning remotely to:
· Make the school aware if their child is ill or otherwise can’t complete work 
· Seek help from the school if they need it, including informing staff/school if they are unable to access their remote learning.
· Be respectful when asking questions and/or making any complaints or concerns known to staff.
How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Where work has not been uploaded, the class teacher / Deputy Head / Head Teacher will contact the family via Dojo or phone to remind them to upload their work for marking and feedback. 
If a child does not participate in these activities, the class teacher initially will make a follow up call from school and should speak to the child and parents to check on their wellbeing. If phone calls are not answered, emails will be sent. Lack of further response must be escalated to the Deputy Head Teacher then the Headteacher. 
Any complaints or concerns shared by parents or pupils should be reported to the Head Teacher / Deputy Head – for any safeguarding concerns, refer immediately to the DSL.
How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes, self- marking are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others.
Our approach to feeding back on children's work is as follows:

We will use the provision within Google Classroom to offer direct comments/feedback to children, on any work submitted via that platform. Questions and follow up task will also be given for those submitting work via Class Dojo. Children will be expected to check their teacher’s comments and complete any questions or follow up tasks their teacher has given them.
Further to this, we will utilise Class Discussion boards on Google Classroom to offer more generic feedback.
Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
· Some children will be invited into school to receive face to face teaching
· Initial communication to determine best way to support each family (phone-call)
· Identification of each families most effective method of receiving remote learning (online, hard copy or mix of both)
· Weekly catch-up contact (by Class teachers, SENDCo and/or SLT ) to ensure engagement and interaction and offer any required support 
· Provision of materials tailored to needs of individual child/ren and additional resources and support for children with SEND can be found on our website https://www.kingsburyps.co.uk/send-home-learning/ 
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· Children in Reception are provided with a paper pack. Teaching guidance and interactive videos and links are then uploaded to the Class Dojo site every day. Photos of learning to be sent back to class teacher.
· Children in Year 1 have access to Google Classroom in line with the rest of school although Class Dojo is also used with teaching guidance. Photos of learning can be sent back to class teacher for some families.
Remote education for self-isolating pupils
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
Learning packs will be sent home with child if possible and/or online work via Oak Academy and/or other links will be emailed to parents that is aligned to the Year group curriculum. https://www.thenational.academy/   
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
