	What kinds of special educational needs are provided for in the school?

	Kingsbury Primary School currently supports children with a range of special educational needs (SEN) and disabilities. The Code of Practice 2014 describes four broad areas of SEN: 
1. Communication and Interaction, including Speech, Language and Communication needs (SLCN) and Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) 
2. Cognition and Learning, including Severe Learning Difficulties (SLD), Profound and Multiple Learning Difficulties (PMLD), Specific Learning difficulties (SpLD), including Dyslexia. 
3. Social, mental and emotional health, including Attention Deficit Disorder (ADD), Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), as well as other issues that are rooted in mental health. 
4. Sensory and/or physical needs, including a range of Physical Difficulties (PD) as well as Hearing Impairment (HI), Visual Impairment (VI) and Multisensory Impairment (MSI). 
The school has direct experience of supporting children with SEN and disabilities covering all 4 broad areas of need.

	How we identify Special Educational Learning needs

	Concerns about progress may be raised at any time by class teachers and/or parents. Quality First Teaching, differentiated for individual pupils, is the first step in meeting the needs of pupils who have or may have SEND. Some pupils may continue to make limited progress despite quality first teaching and/or targeted intervention. At this stage it is appropriate to consider the possibility that a pupil might have special needs. The SEND Code of Practice 2014 recommends a range of sources of information that teachers can draw upon to establish a clear understanding of a pupil’s needs including observations and assessments. 
If parents/carers believe that their child has a special educational need, we will discuss this with them and assess their child accordingly. These assessments may be carried out by school staff, however we will sometimes request advice from specialised services such as the Specialist Teaching Service (STS) or the Educational Psychology Service. Following these reports, information, strategies and next steps will be shared and discussed with parents and class teachers. 

	Who are the best people to talk to in this school about my child’s difficulties with learning/ Special Educational Needs or disability?

	If you have concerns about your child’s progress you should speak to your child’s class teacher.
If you continue to be concerned that your child is not making progress, you may speak to the Special Educational Needs Disabilities Co-ordinator (SENDCO).
The SENDCO is Mrs S Downes who is responsible for Co-ordinating all the provision for children with special educational needs or disabilities (SEND). You may also contact the Headteacher Mrs Hanson who has the day-to-day management of all aspects of the school; this includes the support for children with SEND.
•The Head teacher will give responsibility to the SENDCO and class teachers, but is still responsible for ensuring that your child’s needs are met.
•The Head teacher must make sure that the Governing Body is kept up to date about issues relating to SEND.

	What are the different types of support available for children with SEND in our school?

	Support can vary depending upon the needs of your child. It could be any of the following:
a) Class teacher input, via targeted and differentiated classroom teaching (High Quality Teaching).
b) Specific group work interventions which may be:
· Run in the classroom or a space or room outside of the classroom
· Run by a teacher or a teaching assistant (TA).
c) Specialist groups run by outside agencies, e.g. Speech and Language therapy, STS
d)  Specified Individual support: This type of support is available for children whose learning needs are severe, complex and lifelong.

	How will the school let me know if they have any concerns about my child’s learning in school?

	 If your child is experiencing difficulties you will be invited in for a discussion about any issues and how these can be resolved. We will monitor this and if your child continues to experience difficulties and the teacher believes there to be an issue of Special Educational Needs, then you will be contacted to discuss your child being placed onto the SEN register.  
The school will 
• Listen to any concerns you may have
• Plan any additional support your child may need, and share targets with you.
• Discuss with you any referrals to outside professionals to support your child’s learning

	How is extra support allocated to children and how do they progress in their learning?

	 The Head Teacher, the SENDCO and other members of the Senior Leadership Team discuss all the information they have about pupil progress and SEND in the school, including:
· The children already getting extra support
· The children needing extra support
· The children who have been identified as not making as much progress as would be expected and decide what resources/training and support is needed. Staff ensure the available resources match the needs of the child. Any extra support allocated will be reviewed regularly to ensure it is impacting on learning.
· Children identified as having special educational needs will be given individual SMART targets. These targets will be reviewed termly.



	Who are the other people providing services to children with SEND in this school?

	 The Local Authority can support and provide provision to be delivered in school including:
• Educational Psychology Service
• Sensory Service for children with visual, hearing or other sensory needs.
· Specialist Teaching Service (STS)
• Parent Partnership Service
• SALT (Speech and Language Therapy)
Health Provision delivered in school include:
• Additional Speech and Language Therapy input to provide a higher level of service to the school
• School Nurse
• Occupational Therapy
• Physiotherapy
• CAMHs
As a school we work with these agencies as individuals needs require them.

	How are the teachers in school helped to work with children with SEND and what training do they have?

	 The SENDCo’s job is to support the class teacher in planning provision for children with SEND.
• The school provides training and support to enable all staff to improve the teaching and learning of children, including those with SEND. This includes whole school training on SEND issues, such as Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD), attachment disorder and speech and language difficulties.
• Individual teachers and support staff attend training courses run by outside agencies that are relevant to the needs of specific children in their class,

	How will the teaching be adapted for my child with SEND?

	Class teachers plan lessons according to the specific needs of all groups of children in their class (differentiated and personalised) and will ensure that your child’s needs are met.
• Support staff, under the direction of the class teacher, can adapt planning to support the needs of your child where necessary.
• Specific resources and strategies will be used to support your child individually and in groups.
• Planning and teaching will be adapted, on a daily basis if needed, to meet your child’s learning needs.

	How are children and young people with SEND enabled to engage in activities available with children and young people in the school who do not have SEND? 

	All children are included in all parts of the school curriculum and we aim for all children to be included on school trips. We will provide the necessary support to ensure that this is a successful and discuss this in advance with parents. It might be appropriate for a parent/carer to accompany a child on a school trip, depending on the child’s individual needs. A risk assessment is carried out prior to any off-site activity to ensure everyone’s health and safety will not be compromised. 
A variety of clubs are provided during lunchtimes and after school. We aim for these to be as inclusive as possible. We provide support for children during lunchtimes by offering an indoor provision for children who find the playground overwhelming. 

	How will we measure the progress of your child in school?

	Your child’s progress will be continually monitored by his/her class teacher.
All cildren’s progress will be reviewed formally every term in reading, writing and maths.
 At the end of each key stage (i.e. at the end of year 2 and year 6), all children are required to be formally assessed using Standard Assessment Tests (SATS). This is something the government requires all schools to do and are the results that are published nationally.
Children with SEND will have SMART Targets (Formally known as an Individual Education Plan) which will be reviewed termly and new targets set if necessary. 
 The progress of children with an Educational Health Care Plan (EHCP) is formally reviewed at an Annual Review meeting; this will include all professionals involved in the child’s education. All professionals will produce an up to date report outlining your child’s progress
 The SENDCO and class teachers are responsible for monitoring the progress of children with SEND.

	What support do we have for you as a parent of a child with a SEND?

	The class teacher can be made available to discuss your child’s progress or any concerns you may have and to share information about what is working well at home and school so similar strategies can be used. If you wish to discuss your child’s progress please ensure you make an appointment via the school office. 
The SENDC is available to meet with you to discuss your child’s progress or any concerns/worries you may have.
All information from outside professionals will, where possible, be discussed with you, or where this is not possible, in a report.
SMART Targets will be reviewed termly and discussed with you and have your involvement.
Homework will be adjusted as needed to your child’s individual needs.

	How is Kingsbury Primary School accessible to children with SEND?

	The building is accessible to all children whether able bodied or disabled. The building is on one level. The main entrance way is wheelchair access friendly.
We ensure, where ever possible, that equipment used is accessible to all children regardless of their needs.
After school provision is accessible to all children including those with SEND.
There are two disabled toilets and showers in school.
Where possible, extra-curricular activities are accessible to children with SEND.

	How will we support your child when they are leaving this school? OR moving on to another class?

	We recognise that transitions can be difficult for a child with SEND and take steps to ensure that any transition is a smooth as possible.
 If your child is moving to another school:
We will contact the school SENDCO and ensure he/she knows about any special arrangements or support that need to be made for your child.
We will make sure that all records about your child are passed on as soon as possible.
 When moving classes in school:
In the Summer term, children will have an opportunity to meet their new teacher; this will take place over a series of carefully planned lessons during the whole of the last week of the Summer term. 
Information will be passed on to the new class teacher in advance and in most cases, a planning meeting will take place with the new teacher. 
Some children with specific learning needs would be helped with the aid of a photo book (of their new class teacher, support staff, new classroom etc) then this will be made for them, and would be ready to take home over the summer holidays.
In Year 6:
A transition meeting will be held with your child’s class teacher, primary SENDCO and the SENDCO from the secondary school. If parents wish so, they can also be involved in this. All parties involved will discuss the specific needs of your child. Where possible your child will visit their new school on several occasions and in some cases staff from the new school will visit your child in this school. 
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
